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Setting the Stage — The Red Devils captured the Centennial
Conference in 2006 with a 5-1 record to earn its first NCAA playoff
bid since 1994. The Red Devils dropped a heartbreaker in
Collegeville in the regular season finale, falling 31-24 in overtime to
Ursinus. Dickinson finished 8-3 overall and placed 12 players on
the All-Conference team.

The Red Devils travel to Grove City for the 2007 opener. The
teams met in the 2000 and 2001 openers with Dickinson capturing
both to lead the series 4-1-1. The Wolverines finished 3-7 overall
last season, returning 30 letterwinners, including 14 starters.

The Red Devils return 20 letterwinners and 11 starters this
fall. Earning the starting nod behind center is sophomore lan
Mitchell. Mitchell saw action at quarterback, wide receiver and
kick returner last season. His versatility makes him a dangerous
threat to run or throw.

His primary target will likely be senior Chris Mclnerney, a
First-team All-Conference receiver and kick returner in 2006. He led
the conference and ranked fourth nationally in kick-off returns. He
went 98 yards to paydirt on the opening kick-off against the
Merchant Marine Academy.

Senior captains Eric Dube and Michael O’Donnell return to
anchor the Devil defense at linebacker. Dube was the Centennial
Defensive Player of the Year in ‘06 and was just shy of the school,
single season record for tackles.

All-Centennial and conference sack leader Eric Hertrichis a
veteran on the defensive line. He recorded 14.5 tackles-for-loss,
including nine sacks. The Devils were ninth in the country for
sacks, averaging 3.36 per game.

Grove City saw a much improved offense under the direction
of rookie quarterback Andrew DiDonato. He started all 10 games,
setting school records for single season pass completions (151)
and attempts (275). He threw for 1,554 yards and 13 touchdowns.

Lining up behind DiDonato will be a pair of senior running
backs in Matt Weil and lan Tobin. Weil has led the Wolverines in
rushing each of the last two seasons. Tobin caught 22 passes out
of the backfield, leading the team with 11.8 yards per catch.

Senior Matt Gregg is a three-year starter at center. The
veteran earned All-Conference honors in 2005 and 2006.

Defensively, the Wolverines return their top three tackle
leaders from a year ago. Senior Bill Waugh led GCC with 102
tackles. Senior Justin Fowler emerged as a force on the line,
posting 42 tackles and blocking seven kicks.

The Breaux Report

Dickinson head coach Darwin Breaux (West Chester, ‘77)
holds a 87-56-1 record in his 15th season at the helm of the
Red Devil football program. He has one of the highest
winning percentages in the history of the program and holds
the record for most wins by a Dickinson football coach.

Dickinson has won four Centennial Conference titles and
made four post-season appearances under Breaux’s direc-
tion. His 1994 team set a school record with the college’s
only 10-0 season, earning him AFCA (American Football
Coaches Association) South Region Coach of the Year
honors.

Breaux’s teams have always been known for a traditionally
strong option-oriented running game and hard hitting
defense. The Red Devils have balanced the attack, setting
school records for passing yards in a season the past three
years.

The Series - Today’s game marks seventh
meeting between The Wolverines and the
Red Devils. The Devils lead the series 4-1-
1, claiming the last two match-ups in 2000

and 2001.

Offense - The Red Devils set school, single
season records for passing yards in each of
the last three seasons. Two-year starter
and 2006 Centennial Offensive Player of the
Year Matt Torchia has graduated, opening
a spot under center. Sophomore lan
Mitchell has emerged as the starter for this
week’s opener. Listed as a receiver last
year, Mitchell caught 17 passes for 139
yards. He also rushed for 93 yards and
returned 11 kick-offs, averaging 21.5 yards
per return. He tossed a pair of touchdown
passes as well.

Senior Jerome Igle and first-year Tim
Smith are slated in the starting spots at
running back with Mike D’ Amico also
possibly seeing action. Aren Johnson and
Tim Wells will both see significant time at
fullback while Johnson will pull double-
duty, punting as well.

Senior Chris Mclnerney is an obvious
target at wide receiver, earning numerous
accolades last fall. Sophomore Joe Sandoe
will line-up at the other wide receiver spot
with Patrick O’Connor and Mike Ciatto
joining the rotation.

Gray Gish and Grant Hastings replace
four-year start Ryan Stearrett at tight-end.
Senior John McGeehan and junior Eric
Angerstein are expected to start at the
guard spots with Eric Frain and Anthony
Abbate at tackle. Sophomore Andrew
Ciurkurescu will take over at center.

Defense

Senior co-captains Eric Dube and Mike
O’Donnell will anchor the defense at
linebacker along side junior Ben Hargrave.
2006 Conference sack leader Eric Hertrich
and junior Matt Stone join veterans Paul
Titchenell and Tredell Johns on the
defensive line.

Seniors Ryan Heinig and Will Scott will
start at the corners with Brian Brugger and
Mike Maxwell expected to lead the way in
the safety spots.

The Red Devil defense was solid
against the run in 2006, ranking 18th in the
nation for rushing defense. They allowed
just 77.3 yards per game, holding teams to
under 100 yards in all but three games. The
Devils led the CC and ranked ninth in
sacks, averaging over three per game.

Special Teams

Senior Aren Johnson will handle the
punting again this fall. He ranks second on
the school top ten lists for punts and
yardage. He has averaged 35.2 yards on 161
punts, totally 5,668 yards.

Junior Matt Stark is expected to handle
the place kicking with first-year Grove City
native Gordon Craig listed as the back-up.

Mclnerney will return both kicks and
punts, along with Heinig and O’Connor.
Mclnerney will also serve as the holder again
while Heinig will look to block kicks on the
defensive side.
